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Rules for entry - eligibility

To be eligible the following criteria must be fulfilled:

· The film or moving image artwork must have been made whilst studying 

1) Within the recognised boundaries of the United Kingdom from August 2009 to March 2010.

2) For one of the following post-A-Level courses in the UK: Foundation, BTEC, HND, National Diploma, BA, or a postgraduate qualification.

· It must be 2 minutes long tightly synced to the PDT – Photo Dynamic Therapy music track

· It can be of any genre, theme or type but must relate to the music

· The choice of format used for the work is not restricted it can be mixed media or a format of your choice

· It is not necessary to have made the film as part of an above-mentioned course. 
sELECTION PROCESS

· It is the responsibility of the Course Tutor/Programme leader to select a finalist from each individual University/College and submit the work to us for judging with a completed entry form.
Rules for entry - generalities

· DVDs will not be accepted without a completed entry form when submitting the finished work 

· One form per DVD please. 

· If you have worked in a team please indicate team leader’s name and names of other participants on the form

· The work must be supplied on DVD only. Please check your DVD in a standard DVD player before sending and make sure your film is at the start. Incomplete or invalid entries will not be returned. There is no second chance – if it doesn’t play on our DVD player during the selection we cannot view your entry. Our DVD player plays all finalised standard formats. 

· Do not send originals. Items will only be returned if you enclosed a stamped addressed envelope

· Please type your entry unless it is absolutely impossible for you to do so. Handwritten forms are hard to read and if we can’t read your contact details, we can’t contact you if your work is selected.

Before you send your entry to us please check:

· You meet all of the entry criteria

· Your work does not infringe any copyright – you must have permission for any images used or live footage

· You have signed and dated the form

· You have ticked the box to say you have read these rules (otherwise your entry will not qualify)

· You have completed every line of the entry form

· Your synopsis is one line only (30 words max) – only if your work is selected will we ask for additional information

· Double check your DVD plays on a standard player
· Label your DVD in case it gets separated from your form.
Please just send what we ask – no additional information at this stage!

Selection

A professional external panel will view all submissions received in March 2010. 

The decision of the panel is final. 

If selected you will be required to complete an additional form, clearance declaration that we have the sole rights to produce and send us an original format screening copy and a still (for publicity purposes).

Stills


If your work is selected you will be asked to post or email production / publicity stills of your work. Selected stills will appear on the cover of the PDT- Photo Dynamic Therapy DVD and on the website, and will also be sent to national and local press.

Competition & Prizes

Confirmation of the time, date and venue in London of the screening and awards presentations will be advised to Programme Leaders/Course Tutors by email before end of January 2010.

DVDs submitted will screened in the morning by the independent professional panel. A winner will be chosen with 7 runners up.

The final awards presentation will also take place that afternoon at the same venue. 

It is expected Student finalists and the Programme Leaders/Course Tutors or their representatives will attend (time & date T/B/A).

There will be live TV coverage and national press at the awards ceremony.

The Prize for the winner is £5,000. The 7 runners up will each receive an Adobe CS4 Professional Suite with licences.
